A survey undertaken by Australian Bureau of Statistics found that more than 60,000 South Australians (about 2.2 per cent) volunteered
on natural resource management projects in 2012. These projects included those coordinated or undertaken by private landholders,
non-government organisations, and government agencies.

In the SA Murray-Darling Basin NRM region in 2013, around 3,000 people from 136 volunteer groups spent close to 110,000 hours
volunteering on natural resource management projects coordinated or funded by the Government of South Australia and NRM Boards.
