Since the Climate Change Adaptation Framework was established in 2012, there has been progress in developing the Climate Change
Adaptation Plan associated with this NRM region (map above).

The Far North and Aboriginal Lands Climate Change Adaptation Plan project covers the Alinytjara Wilurara and SA Arid Lands NRM
regions. The development of each Adaptation Plan requires going through four steps, which are outlined in the Climate Change
Adaptation Framework. First is to engage stakeholders, then to undertake a risk assessment of climate impacts on natural resources and
assets, known as an integrated vulnerability assessment. This assessment forms the foundation of the Adaptation Plan.
