DEPTH TO HARDPAN

Classes are based on an interpretation of soil
landscape map units which are classified according
to the estimated depth to hardpan of the component
soils, on a proportional average basis. Hardpans are
defined as cemented or indurated layers, in or below
the soil, which are too hard to dig with hand tools.
They developed as part of soil forming processes.
Hardpans in southern South Australia include
calcrete, ferricrete and silcrete.
