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Classes are based on an interpretation of soil landscape
map units, within which surface carbonate conditions can
vary. Each map unit is classified on the proportion of its area
with calcareous surface soils. Where more than 30% of
surface soils are calcareous, a further subdivision highlights
areas where very highly calcareous surfaces are dominant.
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
