Taken from the book Pre-European Vegetation of
Adelaide: A Survey from the Gawler River to Hallett Cove by Dartell
Kraehenbuehl and published by the South Australian Nature Conservation
Society, the map has been adapted here for use as a planting guide,

The boundaries shown on the map are approximate and provide an indica-
tion of lant likely . In real-
ity these boundaries would probably not have been as distinct, as areas
such as forests, woodlands and grasslands often grade into each other.
Plant groups are generally correlated to soil types, topography or landscape,
and water availability.
