This land was first taken up under Occupation Lease in the 1840s by T.C. Horn and comprised 103 square miles. 
lt \vas kno•vtn then as the Kappav/anta Run. Under the pastoral lease system, Price Maurice held the lease to the 
property until the end of 1888. lt is posed ble that the shearing shed and the cottage are the oldest items on the 
property and could have been built in the 1840s.
