Drew Street appears to be one of t he oldest residential 
streets in Two Wells as there are several small limestone 
or iron cottages lining the street , which , together , con­
tribute to a notable streetscape . The Methodist Chapel (see 
separate sheet) was built there in 1866 , and this limestone 
and brick cottage probably dates from that period, or the 
late 1860s (the flour mill opening nearby in 1867 ) . 

The original low limestone wall (with picket gate) also 
survives. It encloses the cottage garden which also fronts 
the main road (P.ort Wakefie ld Rd . ).

The Primitive Methodist Church was buil t and opened in 1866 
at a cost of £350. I t is , therefore , one of the earliest 
survi ving buildings i n Two Wel ls , a nd it contr i butes t o a 
notable historical s t reetscape (Drew Street) . It was also 
only the second chapel built in t he district . 

The Chapel was used as s uch until a nother was acquired in 188 
(see separ ate sheet - Uni ting Church) , and then used as a 
Sunday School until 1944. 

The buil ding is constructed of limestone with brick quoins 
and slate roof , an unusual feature for the district.

HERITAGE SI GNI FICANCE 
This Church was built c.l869 as a Discipl es of Christ Chapel . 
The original group (later known as Church of Christ) was 
founded by Henry Warren , who had erected the Two Wells flour 
mill (in 1867) and who was a prominent lay preacher . 

The Church was acquired by the Methodists , in 1882 as their 
third (and present) chapel . 

"The present Church ' s previous association with the Disciples 
of Christ . .. is evident in the church ' s design. Behind the 
present Communion Table is a huge archway in the wal l , with 
double doors which once opened for people to pass t hrough 
and step down into the baptistry for baptism by immersion . 
The double doors no longer open , and the old baptistry is 
now enclosed beneath the floor of the r ear vestry. " 

The Church exterior also features decorative brickwork , un­
usual for the district.
