Maitland Post Office YP:161 

DESCRIPTION 

Designed in the Free Classical style, this rendered facade post office has triple double hung windows 
centrally located to the facade with squared pilasters supporting a parapet above. The entrance porch is 
located to the side. The main roof is clad with corrugated iron. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

Before the advent of modem telecommunications and transportation, local post offices, such as this one in 
Maitland, provided the main communication resource. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(b) it represents customs or ways of life that are characteristic of the local area. 
(c) it has played an important part in the lives of local residents. 

HISTORY 

Before the construction of a post office in Maitland, mail was delivered to the town twice weekly. 

After the opening of the Overland Telegraph in 1872, residents on Yorke Peninsula requested that a line be 
laid to Moonta and in June 1873 premises for a telegraph office were being sought in Maitland. 
Accommodation for this office was offered by J 0 Tiddy at a rental of £20 per year. Edithburgh was 
connected to the telegraph in September 1876 and in the following May, Miss Smythe was appointed as 
post mistress for Maitland and received training in telegraphy. 

A separated post and telegraph office was soon required and tenders were called for the construction of 
such a building. Messrs Hague and Lake won the contract with a tender of £992.10.0 and began work in 
August 1878. Mrs Samuel Rogers laid the comer stone of the building on 7 October 1878. The Maitland 
Post Office and Telegraph Station had cost £1,070 and was opened on 2 April 1879 with Mr Conlon as 
postmaster. 

In 1881 the residence was enlarged with the addition of two rooms and in 1903 a lobby was constructed. A 
decade later, due to a need for improved facilities and services, a new post office was built adjacent to the 
original building and was opened on 15 May 1914. Further work was undertaken to the post office in the 
early 1960s.

DESCRIPTION 

This two storey hotel is constructed of limestone rubble masonry with rendered quoins and architraves. 
Brick chimneys project from the corrugated iron clad hipped roof. Windows are timber framed double hung 
sash. A pair of French doors are evident at the upper level. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

The first hotel to be built in Maitland, reinforcing the town's development as a commercial and service 
centre for the surrounding farming community. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 

HISTORY 

Early records indicate that the Maitland Hotel was operating from June 1874, when James Driscoll was the 
licensee. Driscoll paid £20.5.0 on 31 July 1873 for the half acre allotment on which the hotel was built. 
Originally a single storey building, the hotel was used as a meeting place for the local community. The 
second storey and a large billiard room were added at a later date. 

The second licensee was C Chappel (1881-83). Later licensees have included R E Walters (1884-87), 
Mrs M McLeod (1896-1908) and Mrs A A Clausen (1911-19). The upper storey was e:xtended along Rober 
Street in 1927, providing an additional nine bedrooms. 

During the early 1940s, when E R Hewton & Mrs Fielding were the licensees,. the name of the hotel was 
changed to the Hotel Maitland. E:xtensive alterations were made to the buliding in the 1950s by Messrs 
Carter and Mead of Adelaide. This work include the demolition of the single storeyed section, containing 
some of the original structure of stone, pug and lath along Roberst Street.

DESCRIPTION 

This symmetrically designed building is constructed of face stonework with brick quoins and stringcourse. 
Windows are timber framed double hung sash. The roof is clad with corrugated iron with a louvre wnt 
gable. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

Representatiw of the commercial dewlopment of Maitland, this building has served a variety of purposes 
since its construction, and was for a time owned by A Jarrett, well known in the town for his civic activities. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(e) it is associated with a notable local personality or event. 

HISTORY 

James Angas Johnson purchased Lot 43 in the newly surveyed township of Maitland on 31 July 1873. He 
sold the property to J C Hawker, a land agent, in May 1875, who sold it to W Shannon, a farmer, in 
Nowmber 1876. The next owner was A Jarrett, who acquired the property in March 1882. Jarrett, at that 
time described as a farmer, sold the property to A C Muller, a storekeeper and baker, in December 1883. It 
is likely that the building was erected after this time. In January 1892, A Jarrett purchased the property 
again, and he was described at the time of purchase as a farmer and storekeeper. Both Muller and Jarrett 
served on the Maitland Corporation, Muller as a Councillor (1890-92) and Jarrett as a Councillor (1893-98, 
1904-06, 1907-10) and Mayor(1899-1902). 

W 0 Mullner(later known as G M Mullner), a baker and storekeeper, purchased the property in July 1899, 
leasing parts of it to several parties, including C B O'Reilly and members of the Braund family. Mullner 
owned the property until 1964 when it was sold to R M Croser, an agent. There have been several owners 
of the property since that time.

DESCRIPTION 

This building is of timber framed construction clad with corrugated iron. A skillion roofed verandah extends 
over the footpath over the original shopfront. An extensive sheet metal sign panel with distinctive signwriting 
extends across the building parapet. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

The importance of blacksmithing in the days of horse transport and the fabrication of farm implements in 
local foundries is reflected in this premises established in the commercial centre of Maitland. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(b) it represents customs or ways of life that are characteristic of the local area. 

HISTORY 

In the early 1890s W J Noble purchased the premises of E J Lattorff, who had established the 'Vulcan 
Works' in Robert Street in 1886. 

By 1894 Noble was advertising that traps, wagons, buggies and agricultural implements 'of every 
description' could be made to order at reasonable prices. The workshops also offered coach painting and 
shoeing of horses, which became a speciality of the business. Work on building horsedrawn vehicles was 
undertaken from scratch, with materials such as timber and iron (imported from England), being shaped 
and forged in the premises, with a coal, and later coke, furnace being used. The company was able to 
produce about four or five horsedrawn trolleys a year. Trolleys were manufactured until the early 1920s 
when motor vehicles became the more popular method of transport. Agricultural equipment was 
manufactured until the 1960s. The business later operated under the name of Noble & Fullgrabe.

DESCRIPTION 

This church is built in the Gothic style and constructed of limestone masonl)' with rendered quoins and 
architraves to the lancet windows. A similarly constructed entrance porch is centrally located to the front 
gable wall. The roof is corrugated iron clad. A belfl)' sits above the front gable wall. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

Methodism was possibly the most prolific of the religious denominations which were established on the 
Yorke Peninsula in the years of settlement. This church in Maitland is a representative of the significance of 
religion in the lives of the local community. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(c) it has played an important part in the lives of local residents. 

HISTORY 

In early 1874 some services in the Maitland and Yorke Valley areas were held in the open by Reverend 
Kelly. In December of that year discussions were held regarding the construction of a church. A block of 
land had been bought on 9 October 1874 and a group of Trustees had been formed, which included C 
Miller, H Lamshed, A Jarrett, D Howard, H Pitcher, H Adams, T Bowman, P Howard and J Stevens. 

The four foundation stones of this church were laid on 17 August 1875 by Mesdames Lamshed, Miller, G 
Greenslade and Reverend T M Rowe. The church was opened on Christmas Day 1875. The work of 
constructing the church had been undertaken with the help of local residents: stone quarried on Mr Elias 
Greenslade's farm was carted to the site, lime burnt and building work supervised by Mr Joseph Francis. 
The contractor for the building work was J Swann with Charles Hick the mason. The cost of the completed 
church was approximately £800. The church was apparently in use before it was completed, without doors, 
windows or seats. 

Early Methodist ministers in Maitland included W T Carter (1873), R Kelly (187 4 and 1876-78), W H Pollard 
(1874-75) and T M Rowe (1875-76). 

A manse, or Mission House, costing £439, was first occupied by the Reverend and Mrs Rowe in 1882. It 
had been built by Messrs Pollard and Cowling. In September 1904 the tender of Messrs Walker and 
Denman was accepted for £381 to build a school hall. The foundation stone of this building, designed by 
Reverend Charles Martin, was laid by Mrs E Greenslade on 2 November 1904. An iron fence was erected 
in 1910. 

The entrance porch to the church was added in 1913, which had cost £92 and had been donated by Mr E 
Greenslade. A timber and iron kindergarten room was built in the same year by Mr Watson for £148. 
Reverend John Shaw (who was apparently also an architect) supervised renovations of the church in 1921. 
This work included a new ceiling and the installation of a series of memorial windows.

Maitland War Memorial

DESCRIPTION 

Semi-circular in plan with stone and rendered detailing, marble steps lead to the centrally located memorial 
plaque. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

Many communities endeavoured to commemorate the impact of the World Wars on their lives with the 
construction of memorials such as this one in a prominent position in the main street of the town. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(e) it is associated with a notable local personality or event. 

HISTORY 

The First World War had a significant impact on the community living in and around Maitland. Of the 96 
who volunteered to serve in the War, 14 did not return. 

When the War ended in 1918 the people of Maitland wanted to erect a suitable memorial and work was 
begun on finalising the design and location of a memorial in Maitland. In April 1921 it was resolved to build 
a stone monument. Funds amounting to £1 ,000 were raised by donation and a further £400 was collected 
at a local carnival. Charles W Rutt, FSAIA, was commissioned to design the memorial which was built by A 
S Tillett, a monumental mason, from Macclesfield marble and dressed and moulded freestone. The 
foundation stone of the memorial was laid by Captain H Butler and the completed memorial was unveiled 
by the Governor, Lieutenant-General Sir G T M Bridges, KCMG, CB, DSO, on 19 April 1923. A memorial to 
the Second World War was incorporated into the monument in later years.

DESCRIPTION 

Designed in the Gothic vernacular style, this church is constructed of limestone masonry with rendered 
quoins and architraves. The gabled roof is clad with corrugated iron. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

The Catholic church was one of three churches completed in Maitland in 1875, reflecting both the early 
development and settlement of the town and the establishment of various religious denominations in the 
district. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical , economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(c) it has played an important part in the lives of local residents. 

HISTORY 

Land for a Catholic church in Maitland was purchased in one of the early land sales of township blocks. 
Allotments 29, 30 and 99, comprising two acres of land, were bought by the Archbishop of Adelaide, C A 
Reynolds, on 31 July 1873 for £33. 

Work began on construction of a church two years later, the foundation stone being laid by Father 
Frederick Byrne on 23 May 1875. Stone for the church was carted from Balgowan by Mr Martin Millane and 
Reverend D W Kennedy supervised the building work. The completed church was dedicated by 
Archbishop Reynolds in December 1875. 

In 1884 the church was damaged by a storm, losing its roof. This prompted renovation work to be 
undertaken, including replastering of interior walls and the addition of a porch, vestry and gallery. This work 
was undertaken by Mr Hick of Maitland. Archbishop Reynolds opened the renovated church on 5 July 
1884. 

The Catholic community in Maitland was originally included in the Kadina Parish and later the Yorketown 
Parish from 1876. A separate Parish of Maitland was formed in 1906. 

The church was renovated in 1984.

Remnant section of scrub. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

This site is significant to the understanding of the ecological development of the Yorke Peninsula, 
illustrating the type and degree of vegetation cover prior to e:xtensive clearing for agricultural purposes. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(f) it is a notable landmark in the area. 

HISTORY 

The land on which this remnant patch of scrub remains, Section 221, comprising 31 0 acres, was granted to 
Jane Bentley, of Maitland, a spinster, in June 1897 for £310. A Bentley, a farmer, acquired the land in April 
1897. After his death in 1922 the property was transferred to WilliamS Hill, a farmer, on 10 March 1924. 
The block of land with the remaining scrub has remained in the ownership of the Hill family since that time. 

An application for a heritage agreement on the Hills Scrub Nature Reserve was made on 12 April 1983.

DESCRIPTION 

A substantial Federation style homestead constructed of limestone rubble with red brick quoins and string 
courses. The corrugated iron clad bullnosed verandah encircles the house and is supported on timber 
posts with 'Cast iron decoration. A gablet with paired posts emphasises the principal entrance. The hipped 
roof contains numerous louvred gables with finial decoration. Chimneys are red brick. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

A fine example of a tum-of-the-century farm homestead, associated with the Brown family, prominent early 
settlers in the Maitland district. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(d) It displays aesthetic merit, design characteristics or construction techniques of significance to the 

local area. 
(e) It is associated with a notable local personality or event. 

HISTORY 

Section 226 was purchased from the Crown in 1881 by Daniel Brown, farmer of Maitland for £334. 

Daniel Brown (1824-1913) was born at Brigstock, Northamptonshire and arrived in South Australia from 
Victoria with his wife Ellen in 1852. The Browns had a family of five sons and eight daughters (two children 
died in infancy). 

The Browns retired to Moonta and their son Daniel Edward Brown (1871-1948) took over the farming and 
grazing property. He worked the farm with his son Edward G Brown (1907-81). Edward Brown served on 
the District Council of Yorke Peninsula (1947-53) and was Chairman (1952-53). 

The property passed to his son Alexander Brown in 1979 and the homestead to Alexander Brown and his 
brother Donald E Brown in 1981 .

DESCRIPTION 

A two-roomed stone house and water storage tank, both built from local limestone. The house has a large, 
rounded external chimney. 

STATEMENT OF HERITAGE VALUE 

A good example of an early settlers house of stone construction, with a water storage tank and an unusual 
and large chimney. Associated with the Moody family, early settlers in the area. 

The house walls have been rendered with concrete. The end wall with the fireplace has been covered by 
timber sheeting. The building is disused and is in moderate-poor repair. The stone tank is in moderate-good 
condition. The pipe from the house to the tank includes a catchment reservoir made from a kerosene tin. 

RELEVANT CRITERIA 

(a) it displays historical, economic or social themes that are of importance to the local area. 
(b) it represents customs or ways of life that are characteristic of the local area. 
(c) it has played an important part in the lives of local residents. 

HISTORY 

Section 1 00 and adjoining land were purchased from the Crown as a Credit Selection by Jane Moody, 
widow of Bagot's Well in 1881 for £640. In October of that same year the property was transferred to her 
brother-in-law, ·samuel Butler Moody (1826-1909). 

The farm passed to his son Samuel Butler Moody Jr (1868-1954) in 1906, along with an interest held by his 
mother Eleanor and six sisters. Following his death in July 1954, the property passed to his son Samuel 
Butler Moody.
